 Three Village Historic Graveyard Ride
1 - Nassakeage-Hawkins Graveyard

East side of Pond Path, just south of the Lutheran Church. Many early local S. Setauket families are buried here. Great sign, stones are close to the road.

2 - Jonathan Thompson Graveyard

Located behind the Thompson house, just south of the Three Village History Center at 93 N. Country Rd. There is a path behind the house that crosses over a small bridge - cemetery at top of the hill. Many of the Thompson family are  buried here. Access is also available via the next two right turns onto a private dirt road. At the top of the hill, on the right, look thru the woods and you’ll see the cemetery. Ride by because of limited access. 
3 - Arthur Smith Family Graveyard

Narrow right of way between 55 Main St and the house at 1 Tavern Way. A member of the Smith family who was killed When British soldiers invaded the tavern is buried here. Access is also available via the first right off Tavern way, on a road marked Private. At the top of the hill, on the right, look thru the woods and you’ll see the cemetery. Ride by because of limited access.

4 - Setauket  Methodist Cemetery – Rte 25A
Behind the Setauket Methodist Church. Early records of the cemetery are scanty, but many headstones are readable. Pull into the parking lot and use it as a turn around to avoid getting to the corner of Main &25A. Cemetery is at the back of the lot. 
5 - Brewster Family Cemetery
Jeffrey Lane. On the Joseph Brewster farm, the cemetery is the burial place of many of the Brewster family. The Brewster House is located east of the cemetery along Rte. 25A. Walk thru be careful to check for poison ivy as the walk the path to the gate in the rear.

6 - Setauket Presbyterian Churchyard - 1674
Across from Village Green, Dyke Road. The cemetery surrounds the Presbyterian Church (painted gray). The old graveyard behind the church is where many historical people are buried such as  Samuel Thompson, William Sidney Mount (genre painter), and many Brewsters and Woodhulls. Abraham Woodhull, friend and confidant of GW, was a member of the LI Secret Service (Culper Spy Ring). Check out Patriots rock at center of the Village Green where Patriots fought against Redcoats on 8/22/1777. After GW and his troops lost the battle of LI, the British took over LI and used this church as a garrison. They used the Caroline Church (across the Village Green) to pray, as that church was created as the Church of England.
7 - Strong Family Cemetery

Cemetery Lane. Purchased by William Tangier Smith and his wife Martha in the 17th century and was the northern part of Smith’s Patent. William Smith had many leadership roles during the American Revolution and was also captured and confined on a British prison ship. The Smith residence was known as St. George’s Manor and they are buried in the cemetery along with many Smith and Strong family members. The area became known as Strong’s Neck after the American Revolution, when the descendants of Anna Smith Strong and her husband Selah inhabited it. The cemetery is currently maintained by a private cemetery association and is still used for Strong family burials.
8 - Caroline Churchyard - 1729

Dyke Road. Caroline church was created as the Church of England for all non-Presbyterians because only Presbyterians were allowed to worship in the Setauket Presbyterian church, across the Village Green. After GW and his troops lost the battle of LI, the British took over LI. They used this church to  pray and as a hospital for the British soldiers. This cemetery surrounds the Episcopal church (white clapboard) overlooking the Village Green. You’ll see a Union Jack on the weathervane. Along the walkway to the front door are the graves of Emma Clark and her uncle Thomas Hodgkins, who built the public library across the street in memory of Emma. In the northeast side of the cemetery are the graves of Frank and Jennie Melville, builders of the Sunwood Estate (on Mt. Gray); and Ward and Dorothy Melville (local philanthropists).

9 - Laurel Hill Cemetery

Christian Avenue, south side – on and over the hill, west of Lake Street. Burials from the Bethel AME Church – still an active cemetery. 
10 - Agudah Achim

Ridgeway & Mud Road. Begun by the Jewish community in Setauket during the late 19th century.  After the close of the Setauket factories, the population dwindled  and the cemetery was taken over by a Riverhead community, who retain control over it. It is still an active cemetery. Note the Vulcan hand sign that Spock made famous on some tombstones - the Jewish priestly blessing "Live long and prosper."

11 - Bethel Cemetery
Christian & Woodfield. Older cemetery for burial of Bethel AME Congregation. Note Tobias family stone.
12 – Stony Brook Methodist Cemetery

Behind the Stony Brook Community Church on south side of Christian across from Terrell Lane.
13 - Oak Hill Cemetery

Hollow Road, Stony Brook. Started by Edward Oakes of Stony Brook in 1860. It is still an active cemetery.
14 - Smith-Rudyard Cemetery
On the grounds of the Long Island Museum
15 - Davis & Jonas Davis Cemetery
South side of Lotowana Lane - many preRevolutionary graves.
